(This can be
mentioned in reference to dpyd y`x and xetk mei.)  
Ask the children if they can remember a specific fact. (For example: What time they woke up on
Shabbos morning? What they had for supper on Tuesday night 3 weeks ago? What they wore on
on the first Sunday of the month of July?  By asking these types of questions, they will begin to
realize the Greatness of Hashem and we as mce xya (human being) are limited in our abilities.
